FIRST LESSON — THE OLD TESTAMENT: Genesis 1:27; 3:8-15; 4:1-2; 5:3

A shoot will spring up from the stump of Jesse,
and a Branch from his roots will bear fruit.
2The Spirit of the Lorp will rest on him:
the Spirit of wisdom and understanding,
the Spirit of counsel and might,
the Spirit of knowledge and the fear of the LoRrbD.
3He will be delighted with the fear of the LoRrbD.
He will not judge by what he sees with his eyes,
nor will he render decisions based on what he hears with his ears,
4but with righteousness he will judge the poor,
and he will render fair decisions in favor of the oppressed on the earth.
He will strike the earth with the rod of his mouth,
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and with the breath from his lips he will put the wicked to death. 5 Righteousness will
be the belt around his waist, and faithfulness the belt around his hips.

6 The wolf will dwell with the lamb, and the leopard will lie down with the young goat,
the calf, the young lion, and the fattened calf together, and a little child will lead
them. 7 The cow and the bear will graze together, and their young ones will lie down
together. The lion will eat straw like the cattle. 8 The nursing child will play near a
cobra’s hole, and the weaned child will put his hand into a viper’s den.

SECOND LESSON — EPISTLE: Romans 11:16-22
6 |f the part offered as firstfruits is holy, so is the whole batch. And if the root is holy,
so are the branches. 7 But if some of the branches were broken off, and you—a wild
olive branch—were grafted in among them and share in the rich sap from the root of
the olive tree, ® do not boast that you are better than the branches. If you do boast,
remember that you are not supporting the root, but the root is supporting

you. ¥ Then you will say: “Branches were broken off so that | am grafted in.” *°That is
true—but remember that they were broken off because of unbelief, and you remain
in place by faith. Do not be conceited, but stand in awe. ?' For if God did not spare the
natural branches, he will not spare you. 2>So take note of God’s kindness and his
severity: severity on those who have fallen, but God’s kindness on you—if you remain
in his kindness; otherwise, you also will be cut off.

THE GOSPEL LESSON Matthew 3:1-12
In those days, John the Baptist appeared, preaching in the wilderness of Judea and
saying, 2 “Repent, because the kingdom of heaven is near!” 3 Yes, this is he of whom
this was spoken through the prophet Isaiah:

A voice of one crying out in the wilderness,

“Prepare the way of the Lord. Make his paths straight.”

THE NICENE CREED

CW #16: On Jordan’s Bank the Baptist’s Cry

Isaiah 11:1-10

We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven and earth,

of all that is, seen and unseen.

We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the only Son of God, eternally begotten
of the Father, God from God, Light from Light, true God from true God, begotten,
not made, of one being with the Father.
