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THE SEASON OF END TIME: The Church Year comes a close
in November with the season of End Time. In this season,
we are reminded that we are living in the “last days”
between Christ’s first coming at Christmas and his second
coming on Judgment Day. The Alpha and Omega reminds
us that our God is eternal... the First and the Last, the
Beginning and the End. Our time is in His hands. The
world could be ended at any time. For a believer, the end
of his life or the end of the world is a wonderful thing! It
means the beginning of a new and better existence ina
much more glorious world than this one.

THE REFORMATION: On October 31, 1517 Martin Luther
nailed 95 Theses—statements for debate—on the door of
the Castle Church in Wittenberg, beginning a spiritual and
historical movement known as the Reformation. The
Reformation did not just change the face of Europe; it
restored the gospel to the church. It gave God’s Word to
the people. As we celebrate the Reformation, we are not
honoring the man for whom our church body is named. We
are thanking God for his grace which he has demonstrated
through the generations—preserving the church and
setting us free.

OUR THEME FOR TODAY: Five Latin phrases emerged
during the Reformation to summarize the Reformers’
theological convictions about the essentials of
Christianity. Sola Scriptura, which means the Bible
alone is our highest authority; Sola Fide, which means
we are saved through faith alone in Jesus Christ; Sola
Gratia, which means we are saved by the grace of God
alone; Soli Deo Gloria, which means we live for the
glory of God alone; and Solus Christus, which means
Christ alone is our Lord, Savior, and King. On this, our
celebration of the Reformation, we are reminded why
the focus of our worship and life is Christ Alone.

THE FIRST LESSON Joshua 24:14-24
Evangelical Heritage Version (EHV)

4 Joshua said, “Now, therefore, fear the LORD and serve him wholeheartedly and
faithfully. Remove the gods that your fathers served in the region across the River
and in Egypt, and serve the LoRD. ' But if you see no benefit in serving the LoRrbp, then
choose for yourselves today whomever you will serve—whether the gods that your
fathers served beyond the River or the gods of the Amorites, in whose land you are
living. But as for me and my household—we will serve the Lorp!”
